Before making any inlet pipe connections, all supply pipes MUST be thoroughly flushed
to remove debris. Failure to do so could result in damage or low flow from the mixer
unit. Water Supply (Water Fittings) Regulations 1999 Schedule 2 Section 13.

The fitting of isolating valves to the inlet feeds is advised for ease of maintenance.

< Before installing your new mixer, flush through pipework to ensure removal of debris,

turn off the water supply.

Leave the plastic guards on during installation to avoid any damage to the valve.

The valve must be set into the wall. Please see page 6 for depth requirement
dimensions.

Offer the valve up to the wall, mark the 4 wall fixing positions and drill holes to take
suitable wall plugs and screws. Fix in position.

Make all connections to the valve. Connect hot supply to the left inlet and cold supply to
the right inlet.




Installation

Screw the spigot into the valve and tighten
with hex key.

NOTE: if you have a low pressure system
(~0.2 bar] remove the red flow regulator
from the spigot. This can be done by
gently pushing a thin tool down the end of
the spigot before it is screwed into

the outlet.

Before completing the wall finish, turn
water supply on, check the leak tightness
and function of the fitting.

Finish wall up to plastic guards, remove
guards.

Grub screw

Slide the shroud over the valve, push onto the wall until it makes contact.

Carefully slide the control handle onto the valve and secure in position with the grub
screw within the handle using the hexagonal key supplied, screw on the lever.

Screw the spout into the shroud. Push the spout over the spigot, secure using the grub

screw on the underside.
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
