It is recommended that 2 people carry out the installation of larger 
basin/vanity units over 30Kgs gross weight.
Check for any hidden pipes or electrical cables before drilling holes in the wall. 
When deciding where to install the vanity consider the potential overhang.

For installations onto non solid walls, consult  

the diagram below.

Gently lift the drawer forward to disengage it from the runner and remove from  
the cabinet. Repeat for the other drawer. 
NOTE: Cover the drawer runners to prevent debris from getting into the mechanism.

Drill Ø 8mm holes, insert the wall plugs and screw on the brackets.  
NOTE: If the vanity unit and/or basin are not fitted level this may prevent the basin 
from draining correctly. 

Decide on the position and height of the unit. The recommended basin height is 
between 800 and 900mm from floor to top of basin. Mark the bracket fixing holes 
onto the wall. NOTE: The dimensions are for the maximum width over the brackets.

Check the unit is level. If leveling is required, use the top screw on both sides to 
lower or lift the unit. 
Once level, use the bottom screws on the hangers to clamp the unit to the wall. 

With two people lift the unit over and onto the brackets, make sure that both latches 
are over the brackets before releasing the unit.

Installation - additional fixing method

Solid Walls - Drill Ø 8mm holes into the wall through the holes in the braces, 
insert a wall plug, washer and screw through each hole. Place the adhesive sticker 
over the hole. 
Partition walls - Screw directly into the studs without using the wall plugs.

If required, the vanities can also be fixed in the positions shown below.

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Installation - drawers

Place the drawer onto the bottom extended runners.  
Slide the drawer back until the locator is in the hole on the back of the drawer. 
Push the tabs on the underneath back into the runners (until you hear a click) to 
secure the drawers.
Repeat the same procedure for the top drawer.
To level the drawers, use the screws on either side of the runners.

Note: Make sure your drill is set at 
exactly 90 degrees to the door’s surface.
